Instructions.

1.  Unpack the communications kit.   The kit should have 6 radios, 6 antennas and charger unit.

2.  Do not remove the charger from the case.

3.  Find power cord and plug into a grounded outlet.

4.  Find the antennas and screw them on to the handhelds and drop them into the charger.

5.  The red light on the charger indicated that the batteries are charging.   The charging is completed when you see the green light come on. 

6.  The charger should only take about an hour.

7.  If you have a problem with any of the radios….please inform someone when you return the unit.

8.  In most cases….You will operating on the RED channels…..The use of the black channels require a encrypted code be entered.  This requires special authorization and will not be loaded when you get this kit.  You will hear serveral beeps indicating that no key is installed.

Don’t do the following items. 

1. Do not remove the batteries from the radios while the radios are turned on.

2. Do not close the lid on the case while the radios are in the charger.

3. Do not close the lid while the ht have the antennas installed.

4. Do not remove the charging unit from the case.
