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Pennsylvania Wing Communications


Please Read before Operating.      The following equipment is included in this radio package.     One RS15- Power Supply, One Motorola Radius 25 Watt base station, One mobile antenna, 12 Vertex VX400 Handheld, 12 VHF antennas, 12 Leather cases, 2 Extra battery packs.

Paperwork: There is equipment sign out roster enclosed to track this equipment during your event.

Operation  

1.    Before opening the case, make sure it is on the right side up

2. Open the case.

3. Find the AC power cord…Plug it in to the case on the back right-hand side.    Mobile Use…. If you are operating from a remote area…you can plug the cigarette lighter jack into a car to charge the handheld

4. Plug the cord into the outlet.   Once AC is applied the DC input is disconnected

5.    Turn the power supply on.

a.
Mobile Use…The power supply is non-functional.

6. The Ht’s should start to charge.   The LED’s will turn red in color.

7. Find the antenna and locate the antenna cover on the opened part of the case.  Remove the cover and screw down the antenna.    Remember not to transmit, standing within 3 feet of this antenna.

8. Do not transmit on the base station until the handheld are completely charged

a. If the handheld are fully charged.     The charging time will take about 10 minutes.

b. You can operate the base station with at least 5 handheld charging.

c.  The handheld are completely charged when the LED’s turn from red to green.

8.   All the handhelds are programmed the same.

9.  Make sure the button near the volume control is in the up position.  This button sets the channels into the B bank of frequencies.

10.  Locate a antenna and screw it on to the Ht.  

11. Install a leather case to protect the asset.

12. On / Off …To turn the ht on …push the side orange button down until you hear a beep.  About 2 seconds.

13. Test the radio before leaving.

Fixed Operation

14. Before transmitting make the antenna is installed.  Make sure there no more than 5 handhelds charging.  More than 5 handhelds and transmitting on the fixed radio could cause the fuse to blow in the power supply.

15. Make sure people stay clear on the antenna.   This is a safety hazard.
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
